Although he has been a builder for more than 20 years, Paul Peters says the renovation project he completed in Willoughby is his best ever.“It is the best project I have ever worked on in terms of the outcome and the relationship with the client,” Paul says.Set on about 1000sq m, the property has two Victorian-era buildings, a residence and former grocery shop. In addition, there is an old warehouse that sold bulk chicken feed and coal in the 1960s.Architect Melissa Treadgold was engaged to design a new living and dining area for the grocery shop as well as a spacious “corridor” linking the residence to the old shop, which would include a bathroom, laundry and walk-in pantry for the kitchen.Paul’s job was to demolish the old lean-to on the shop and create the light-filled 

living and dining space and corridor that would provide optimum views of the gardens and the owner’s sculptures.“We didn’t have a huge amount of problems working with the existing structures,” Paul says. “But there was a lot of underpinning and we did a lot more concreting than we originally intended.”Paul says the old bricks from the demolished section were re-used as pavers in the courtyard, while the old tin roof was re-invented as garden borders. However, the highlight of the job was when the owner, an artist, invited and trusted Paul and his team to contribute coloured stones to the concrete slab as it was being mixed.  ■■

They say the hardest person to work for is yourself. So when Brett Beuzeville from StepUP Constructions decided to design and build his own extension on his house in Mona Vale there was a risk of biting off more than he could chew.
The old 1920s beach house was initially going to be demolished but the more they lived in it, the harder that 

decision became.
“It had a lot of charm, which is very hard to duplicate,” he says.
Converted from three two-bedroom flats into a single house, Brett says the plan was to extend at the rear of the 930sq m block to create a living 

area better connected to the backyard.With five daughters to accommodate, an upstairs parents’ retreat was designed complete with separate sitting room.In keeping with its holiday origins, the house was built from the old batten and boards system with weatherboards below and fibro for the main construction.Using modern equivalents, Brett continued with the same materials incorporating cross ventilation and high ceilings. The biggest challenge during the seven-month build was marrying the floor levels of the different buildings.Because clearance levels were so low at the rear, Brett opted for travertine tiles for the rear, which creates a transition from the indoors to the garden and pool.The centrepiece of the dining area is a 14-seat table Brett made from timber offcuts. Shells collected by his daughters sit inside a glass panel in the centre.“Everyone loves that table,” he says.  ■■

The problem faced by these clients is one familiar to many families. With their football-playing sons fast approaching adulthood, there was simply not enough room in their single storey fibro home in Miranda for the whole family.They engaged Rossmark to design and build an extension that would transform the cramped home into a comfortable light-filled space with room for everyone.Matthew Earl from Rossmark says the key to the success of this project was taking the worst elements of its design and turning them into strengths.“There was a large dark spot within the home that was used as storage space,” he says. “We turned it into stairs for the [new] upper floor and brought a lot more light in.”Built from fibro, the original house was simplified to create spacious living and dining spaces connecting to the backyard.

Care was taken to create good cross ventilation and performance glass was installed to reduce noise levels. While the main bedroom downstairs remained, the growing boys were relocated upstairs with two bedrooms and a separate living area.“It was all part of the plan,” Matthew says. “As we age, we tend to like some space apart from the kids but because of the cost of living in Sydney now, we are telling our clients to plan to have the kids at home into their 30s.”
Leaving the old cladding on and complementing it with new cladding on the upper floor, saved work and money.Feedback from the client says it all: “Exceptional, beyond all expectations.”  ■■
